made healthy and strong, and blessed with Peace, Joy, and happi­
ness, success and prosperity, Wisdom, Knowledge, and Under­
standing, and every other desirable blessing.

Praise, as this great multitude was drawn together on a Tuesday 
Morning by the Presence of Father, Praising God in Peace and 
contentment, the like of which could not be found even on a Sun­
day morning, except under Father’s Jurisdiction.

Most outstanding of all, however, aside from Father’s Personal 
Presence, was a sign with great flaming red letters, spelling— 
“G - O - D,” and on succeeding lines, “FATHER DIVINE,’5—

Puerto Rico Is Inspired
By Visit of Mrs. Roosevelt

Great Sympathy and Tact Shown by First Lady 
Toward Natives

SAN JUAN, P. R.—Mrs. Frank­

lin D. Roosevelt, in her week’s 
stay here, conveyed to Puerto Rico 
much of the buoyant optimism 
Washington has exhibited during 
the last year.

Her mere presence, bringing 
new hope of that fuller life of 
which the President is an expo­
nent, was a greater tonic than 
anything she did or said. She 
“went over” with the people of 
Puerto Rico, which frequently suf­
fers a kind of “suburban” sensi­
tiveness because of its distance 
from continental United States.

Mrs. Roosevelt investigated and 
observed tirelessly, and she did it 
with evident sympathy and great 
tact, convincing all of her humane­
ness.

Governor Winship sent a mes­
sage to the President after her 
departure, saying:

“The encouragement she has 
given by her inspiring presence, 
together with her searching scrut­
iny of social and economic condi­
tions and her gracious contacts 
with the people have universally 
charmed them and brought them 
to love her.”

Frankness Is Praised
That well expresses the general 

sentiment. Her unaffected frank­
ness provoked like frankness from 
others, making possible better is­
land-mainland understanding.

Juana Clavell de Cintron, who 
has grown to womanhood under 
the American regime and is pro­
minent in civic affairs, wrote Mrs. 
Roosevelt a letter which was pub­
lished in La Democracia. She 
said:

“We probably are not so much 
in need of bread for the hunger­

ing masses as we are in dire need 
of social coordination to make 
possible the industrial and agri­
cultural advancement of our people 
parallel with the educational prep­
aration we are giving to the coun­
try as a whole.

“Bread, meat and foodstuffs, in­
deed, are welcome and deeply ap­
preciated by the inhabitants of 
this island, Whose racial virtue is 
gratitude, hut such material and 
substantial help as we now re­
ceive from the continent must be 
complemented by a deep and thor­
ough study of prevailing condi­
tions, with the ultimate purpose 
of eradicating the evils of our 
over-population and consequent 
curse of sexual promiscuity among 
the ignorant and unfortunate of 
our island population.

Unity Is Emphasized
“Puerto Rico realizes her pres­

ent and future are one with the 
great nation of which we are a 
part. We shall not fall short of 
our duties to America at any time 
or under any circumstances, but 
let the United States show the 
world that American tutorship and 
influence oyer this- section of Span­
ish America have been inspired by 
other and higher aspirations than 
her own commercial profits or in­
ternational advancement.

“If it be in your power, as I 
know it is your heart’s desire, to 
cooperate with us in such a task, 
may God bless you and repay you 
for your help and make you live 
hereafter in moral assurance that 
Puerto Rico has turned into a gi­
gantic pedestal over which your 
noble figure will stand between the 
mighty oceans north and south of 
us for ages to come.”

Asks Change in 
Education of 
Missionaries
Year Book Urges That 
Educators Adopt More 

Realistic Methods
Revision of educational activities 

conducted by American missionaa- 
ries is advised by Dr. I. L. Kandel, 
Professor of Education at Teach­
ers College, Columbia University, 
fa the educational year book of 
Die International Institute of 
Teachers College, made public to­
day.

As editor of the year hook Dr. 
Kandel declares that if American 
educators are to be of any value 
to native peoples they should adopt 
a more realistic attitude toward 
their task. Educational systems 
that may be satisfactory in this 
country, he notes, may not be 
suitable fa China, Japan or the 
Far East.

“Education has been subordi­
nated to evangelical purposes,” Dr. 
Kandel declares. “The educational 
enterprise has not succeeded be­
cause of this subordination. Just 
as the original purpose of missions 
was to bring the message of Chris­
tianity to non-Christians without 
any serious inquiry into their 
background, so in education 
schools have been established fol­
lowing the pattern with which 
missionaries were familiar in the 
lands of their origin with little Or 
no attempt at adaptation.

“Worse than this has been the 
failure of missionary educators to 
keep abreast of the progress in 
education in their own countries.”

Dr. Kandel cites a recent report 
of the League of Nations Mission 
of Educational Experts to China, 
and lectures by the late Dr: Carl 
H. Beeker at the University of 
London, which were devoted to a 
criticism of American educational 
missions.

“That this view is spreading is 
indicated in the restrictions which 
are being imposed on foreign edu­
cational missions in such countries 
as China, Japan, Mexico and Tur- 
wey. It means on the whole that 
educational missions have failed in 
two directions: first, in adapting 
the local environments and, second, 
in preparing nationsl themselves 
to assume leadership f

German Calls 
Our President 
World’s Hope
Says Roosevelt Struck 
Telling Blow to Trade 

Stagnation
BERLIN—Dr. Hjalmar Schacht, 

international bargainer and presi­
dent of the Reichsbank, believes 
the economic future of the world 
lies in the hands of President 
Franklin D. Roosevelt.

This is true, ire told the Ameri­
can Chamber of Commerce, be­
cause “America is the world’s 
chief creditor.”

Dr. Schacht discussed President 
Roosevelt’s policies in an address 
last night fa which he also , be­
wailed Germany’s financial con­
dition, saying the Reichsbank had 
lost 45,000,000 marks (about 18,- 
000,000) in gold and foreign ex­
change this week.

He called Mr. Roosevelt “the 
only man in the world who is de­
termined to strike the internation­
al problem of . trade stagnation at 
the roots.”

The speaker expressed doubt 
that dollar devaluation was the 
proper measure for meeting con- 
diticns in the United States, add- 
ing:

‘But Roosevelt never forgot that 
the revival of international and 
raw markets is the starting point 
for any economic recovery in the 
world.”

Returning to Germany’s position 
Dr. Schacht declared: “At this 
rate it will be absolutely necessary 
to restrict imports of raw mater­
ials.”

Political debts are payable only 
in goods, not gold, he went on, 
saying this truth is slowly dawn­
ing on all of Germany’s creditors, 
but that they have not yet recog­
nized that such debts could not be 
refunded by international credit 
operations.

GermanOffices 
Closed by U. S. 
Trade Group
Orders for German 

Goods Declined 98% 
in Six Months

R. H. Macy & Co. has announced 
that it is closing its office fa Ber­
lin as a result of “consumer re­
sistance” to German goods. The 
announcement said that the store’s 
orders from Germany had declined 
9$’ per cent in the six months 
ended February 28.

Action along the lines an­
nounced by Macy’s has been taken 
by other leading New York stores, 
whose sales of German-made mer­
chandise have dwindled to a very 
small figure fa recent months, it 
was said yesterday by Michael 
Schaap, president of the Retail 
Dry Goods Association of New 
York and head of Bloomingdale 
Brothers. Mr. Schaap said the 
Berlin office of his store was closed 
during the latter part of last year.

The Retail Dry Goods Associa­
tion as a group has never taken 
official action on the curtailment 
of imports of German goods, Mr. 
Schaap pointed out.

Last September, however, 
twenty stores announced through 
H. Nelson Street, executive sec­
retary of the association, that the 
“consumer boycott on German 
merchandise had become so ex­
tensive that their purchases of 
such goods were confined to a very 
few essential items which, are not 
obtainable in gny other country."

Since that statement was is­
sued, Mr. Schaap said, sales of 
German goods had continuously 
eased off, reflecting curtailment of 
consumers demand.

Employment Gain 
Greatest in 20 Years

Postage on Letters to American 
Republics Will Double

BUENOS AIRES. Argentina 
will withdraw from the Pan-Amer­
ican Postal Union on April 1 and 
double the postage after that date 
on letters going to other Ameri­
can: .republics. :

The measure is designed to cut 
the deficit in the Postoffice De­
partment which runs to around 
15,000,000 pesos annually. It iS 
also hoped that the increased in­
come from foreign-hound mail will 
permit halving the internal post­
age rates.

The Pan-American postal agree­
ment provides that letters ad­
dressed to any country belonging 
to the Pan-American Postal Union 
pay the domestic postage rate. 
Postage on letters'from Argentina 
hound for other American coun­
tries is 10 centavos for the first 
twenty grams 6rv seven-tenths of 
an ounce and 5 centavos for every 
additional twenty grams. In the 
future it will be 20 centavos for 
the first twenty grams and 15 
centavos for each additional 
twenty grams. The decree an- 
nburiefag these changes also pro­
vides that any company obtain­
ing telegraphic or telephonic con­
cessions fa the future must pay a 
tax equivalent to 2 per cent of its 
gross income.

Increased Factory Payrolls 
Make Bright Recovery 

Outlook

South Africans Object 
To Being ‘Subjects’

Storm of Protest Aroused Over 
Bill in Parliament

CAPE TOWN.—A suggestion 
that the words “British subject” 
will disappear from clauses of the 
Union of South Africa’s Constitu­
tion under the new Union Status 
Bill, to be introduced shortly, has 
roused a storm of criticism in 
Natal and sections where British­
speaking South Africans predomi­
nate.

The answer by proponents of 
the hill is that no forfeiture of 
rights would ensue, because a 
member of Parliament, for in­
stance, being described as a 
“Union national” would automati­
cally be a British subject.

According to forecasts of the 
hill, the British King will have 
the same relationship to South 
Africa as to the United Kingdom 
and other dominions. It is stated, 
however, that no bill passed by 
the Union Parliament would he 
reserved for royal assent.

I ekes Plans 
To Spend More 
Than a Billion
PWA Expenditures Will 

Increase Until June 
This Year

ALBANY.—A record rise fa 
factory employment and a whole­
sale increase fa pay rolls appeared 
today to brighten the recovery 
outlook throughout all of New 
York State.

Employment gain of 5.8 per cent 
last month was the greatest jump 
for any February since compila­
tion of statistics began twenty 
years ago, Industrial Commis­
sioner Elmer F. Andrews said last 
night in his monthly statement. 
He also said that factory payrolls 
had increased 6.2 per cent from 
the previous month, resulting fa 
weekly wages of $7,493,500 for 
328,600 persons fa 1,579 factories.

Ten of the major industrial 
groups showed increases, only the 
printing and paper goods division 
showing a decline due to curtail­
ment in the miscellaneous branch.

Clothing and millinery showed 
the largest increase because of ac­
tivity fa the production of spring 
and summer wear. Firms of this 
group added 4,885 men and women 
to their payrolls, a gain of 12.2 
per cent over January.

WASHINGTON. — At the same 
time Secretary Ickes, Public Works 
Administrator, estimated that the 
wage-earning public would he re­
ceiving by June an average of 
$164,000,000 a month in PWA 
funds, he said that the PWA ex­
penditures would amount to $1,- 
382,000,000 during the year, exclu­
sive of statutory and executive al­
lotments amounting to about one- 
third of the entire PWA fund.

In estimating expenditures, as 
distinguished from allotments, Mr. 
Ickes said:

“No promises of any kind have 
been or will be made by PWA in 
advance of delivery, but it is my 
desire to show that PWA seeks to 
accomplish and give some indica­
tion of what may be expected in 
this phase of the recovery pro­
gram.

“There has been a lot of unjus­
tified talk from sources indepen­
dent of PWA about how much 
PWA could and should do. All 
statistics run the risk of misinter­
pretation and PWA does not desire 
to raise false hopes.

“While Public Works cart take 
over some of the persons employed 
by Civil Works, it will never take 
over all of them at one time. Also 
Public Works will give employ­
ment to many other persons who 
never worked on Civil Works jobs 
and result in wider indirect and 
industrial employment of benefit 
to capital goods industries.

“The two recovery measures 
have fundamental differences in 
procedure, while both aid recovery 
by the direct process of giving em­
ployment.”

A steadily mounting figure per 
month was shown in Secretary 
Ickes’ survey through the early 
months of 1934, with the velocity 
of expenditures increasing rapidly 
with the arrival of Sprihg and 
Summertime — good construction 
months when it is feasible to push 
the public works building.

The peak was calculated for 
June, with both May and July the 
next two best months for major 
expenditures. The flow of funds 
will dwindle through the Fall to 
a minimum of less than $100,000,- 
000 a month by the end of the 
year, when construction is slowed 
by weather conditions so that it 
may not be pushed economically.

Pan American Medical Group 
Plans Fund to Train Doctors
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Gift of Large Sum by Anonymous Donor Will 
Send Internes to S. A.

The gift of a large sum by a^- 
New York philanthropist who 
stipulated that his name be with­
held, to enable two young physi­
cians from each of the twenty-one 
Latin-American countries, includ­
ing Puerto Rico, to spend a year 
of post-graduate training in United 
States hospitals, was announced 
recently. The announcement was 
made at the dinner of the Fifth 
Congress , of the Pan American 
Medical Association at the Wal­
dorf-Astoria on the eve of the 
departure of the congress on a 
fourteen-day cruise to South 
American countries.

Dr. Harlow Brooks, vice presi­
dent of the association, who was 
the toastmaster, told of the gift. 
Dr. Brooks added that it was 
hoped that funds would he made 
available Lo send an equal number 
or forty-two young physicians, 
from the United States to spend 
a year as internes in South Ameri­
can hospitals.

Pocket Money Provided
The sum donated by the anony­

mous philanthropist. Dr. Brooks 
said, will include the payment of 
a $30 monthly stipend to each in­
terne, his traveling expenses and 
a year’s subsistence.

The donor, Dr. Brooks added, is 
a well-known New York philan­
thropist who is interested in pro­
moting better understanding be­
tween the United States and South 
American peoples. The organized 
medical profession in each country 
is to select its two representatives, 
the selections to begin immedi­
ately. It is expected that the 
forty-two young internes will ar­
rive in this country some time this 
spring.

The South American physicians, 
Dr. Brooks said, will be distributed 
in the large medical centres 
throughout the United States. It 
is hoped that such exchanges can 
he continued in future years.

Bon voyage messages from 
President Roosevelt and Secretary 
of State Cordell Hull were read at 
the dinner.

Some 550 members of the asso­

ciation sailed recently on the 
Panama-Pacific liner Pennsylvania 
for a sixteen-day trip, during 
which scientific papers will be read 
and conferences and discussions of 
various technical subjects will be 
carried on just as if the medical 
congress were being held on land.

President’s Greeting
President Roosevelt’s message, 

which was read by Dr, John O. 
McReynolds of Dallas, Texas, 
president of the association, was 
as follows :

“I am pleased to extend my best 
wishes to the president and mem­
bers of the Pan-American Medical 
Association on the eve of their de­
parture for a cruise which will per­
mit the fifth medical congress to 
visit various countries of Latin 
America. As you know, I am 
deeply interested in any serious 
effort having as its object a more 
sympathetic understanding be­
tween the countries of this hemi­
sphere.

“I feel that on the present oc­
casion you will have a very real 
opportunity to contribute some­
thing definite to this cause, and 1 
am confident that you will leave 
with your Latin-American col­
leagues an abiding conviction that 
you are fa truth good neighbors. 
Bon voyage.
“FRANKLIN D, ROOSEVELT.”

Secretary Hull traced the his­
tory of the spirit of Pan-Ameri­
canism and expressed his confi­
dence that the cruise would assist 
in extending it.

About 800 persons, including 
many South American diplomats, 
attended the dinner, The speakers 
included P. R. Rincones, Consul 
General of Venezuela; Dr. Nathan 
B. Van Etten, Dr. Charles Gordon 
Heyd, Dr. Elliott P. Joslin, who 
represented the American College 
of Physicians; Health Commis­
sioner Rice, who represented the 
Mayor; Dr. William D. Haggard, 
president of the American College 
of Surgeons, and Dr. McReynolds.

Senators, Fear New Bill
Will Put Gag on the Press

Charge That Provisions Aim to Suppress News 
Through Telegraph Companies

WASHINGTON.—Two Republi­
can Senators are directing inde­
pendent fire on the Administration 
charging that efforts were being 
made to “gag the press” and in­
voke censorship through the pro­
posed Federal communications bill 
and the imposition of a new Na­
tional Recovery Administration 
code on telegraph companies. 

Senator Thomas D. Schall, of 
Minnesota, declared that the word­
ing of the communications bill and 
the implied powers under it would 
be oppressive upon newspapers. 
Senator L. J. Dickinson, of Iowa, 
assailed General Hugh S. Johnson, 
National Recovery Administratior, 
for demanding a revision of the 
proposed NRA code for the tele­
graph companies and threatening 
to modify the code to “cure what­
ever abuses may he prevalent.”

New National Law Seen 
Senator Schall said: ,
“In my opinion, the Federal 

Communications Commission hill 
now before Congress, for passage, 
contains a new national libel law 
which can be used to gag the press 
of the United States. In every 
particular the language of the bill 
is so ambiguous as to make pos­
sible this construction. Up to now 
there has been no national libel 
law, but the New Deal seems to 
think one necessary.

“We find in Section, 207 of this 
bill the following language: ‘Any 
persons claiming to be damaged 
by any common carrier, etc.’ Does 
this mean libeled? Again, in Sec­
tion 208, we find this language: 
‘Any person, any body politic or 
municipal organization, or state 
commission, or similar agency of 
any territory, complaining of any­
thing done or emitted to he done 
by any common carrier, etc.’ What 
does this mean?

Cites Loophole for Censorship 
“Then we find fa the same sec­

tion this language: ‘No complaint, 
shall at any time he dismissed 
because of the absence of direct 
damage to the complainant.’ In 
other words, if the correspondent 
of a newspaper in Washington 
wires: ‘John Jones should not he 
re-elected to Congress because he 
did not vote in the interest of the 
people.* Then John Jones is de­

feated, can John Jones sue the 
telegraph company as well as the _ 
newspaper? In this fashion will 
a telegraph company refuse to 
send a press dispatch until a cen­
sor from the Federal Communica­
tions Commission passes on the 
subject matter?

Of course since it is necessary 
for a telegraph company to secure 
a license from this commission be­
fore it can operate, this fa itself, 
since the license is revokable, is 
censorship in every sense of the 
word.

“We find in Section 604 a refer­
ence to the ‘Postmaster General’ 
and licenses granted by him. Is 
the bill also to censor mail ? When 
we write our letters fa future must 
we take them unsealed to the post- 
office and have them read by a 
censor before they can be mailed ? 
What are we coming to?”
Called Attempt to Hitlerize Press

Senator Dickinson’s statement 
read:

“The sudden demand of the Ad­
ministration that all 'telegraph 
companies appear to he placed on 
a new NRA code is the fourth 
attempt of the Roosevelt Admini­
stration to censor the press.

“General Johnson, having failed 
to force censorship into the news­
paper code, is now attempting to 
secure the same result by forcing 
a censorship in the telegraph 
companies conveying the new’s 
dispatches to the daily newspa­
pers. Only a united front by the 
press of the nation can halt this 
new plan to gag them. The news­
papers of the United States must 
prevent this fourth attempt to 
Hitlerize the press of the nation.

“The recent reaction to the 
Roosevelt failures, together with 
Colonel Lindbergh’s criticism of 
air-mail contracts cancellation, has 
made the Administration desper­
ate. The Administration knows 
that unless it can prevent the peo­
ple from reading of its maladmini­
stration there will be revolt this 
fall at the hallot hox. Their de­
termination to ‘cover up’ must be 
blocked. The people of the United 
States are entitled to know the 
truth about what is happening at 
Washington.”

Writer Deplores Absence
Of Religion in Education

Calls Attention to Recent Crime Statements Winch 
Show Effect on Youth

The alarming increase in crime 

of late years among the youth of 
America consistently raises the 
question to what extent the public 
school is responsible for this con­
dition. Recent statements of men 
in positions of responsibility, in­
cluding Warden Lawes of Sing 
Sing, only emphasize the question. 
We are told the average prisoner 
boasts a complete elementary 
school record and that a large per­
centage are high school graduates.

Is th humiliating harvest of 
youthful criminals we are now 
reaping the result of misplaced 
emphasis ? Have we carelessly 
permitted our educational system 
to train hand and mind at the ex­
pense of character? If so, we are 
imperiling the safety of the, state 
by building a citizenry on a foun­
dation of sand.

It is encouraging to observe that 
many leaders in education, regard­
less of religious affiliations, are 
beginning to reassess religious 
values in the training of our youth. 
If religious influence were given 
its rightful place in our education­
al system, the present disturbing 
conditions in society unquestion­
ably would be changed for the 
better. If during the formative 
period of yoqth they be encour­
aged by teachers sympathetic to 
spiritual ideals, who look upon 
them as something more than 
physical entities, mere cogs to fit 
somewhere into a mechanism 
known as life, a stable foundation 
would be laid for noble, construc­
tive, unselfish service to society, 
which should be the aim of all true 
education.

Our fathers realized the inesti­
mable worth of such training in 
the growth, the perpetuity and 
security of the nation and schools 
and higher institutions of learning 
were founded upon the Bible, 
whose teachings were to be their 
life blood. Today, however, too 
often the student is set adrift on 
the uncertain sea of' secularism 
without spiritual chart or compass 
to be driven deviously on the 
thwarting currents of life. Too 
often is the emphasis placed on

efficiency alone and the value to 
society of the finished product of 
our schools becomes a matter of 
cold commercialism. It is not to 
be wondered that the results are 
in so many instances disappoint­
ing and that selfish acquisition, at 
any cost, is the incentive,

Writer Deplores Absence
The late Cardinal Gibbons, the 

beloved Archbishop of Baltimore, 
was the author of the - statement 
that religion and educatioii cannot 
be divorced but must go hand in 
hand. The Duke of Wellington 
once said that if we teach our chil­
dren the three Rs and leave out 
the great R of religion, we shall 
only produce a fourth R, rascal­
dom, ahd turn out a nation of 
clever devils, a prophecy, unfortu­
nately, which is proving itself all 
too true in our own beloved land.

It is heartening to observe that 
leaders in education are beginning 
to see the light. Dr. Campbell, 
Superintendent of Schools of New 
York, said recently in speaking to 
the Jewish Teachers Association: 
“For obvious reasons you and I 
cannot teach religion in the public 
schools, and should not. But I 
would have little fear for the 
character training of our pupils if 
every teacher had a religion to 
which he or she would hold fast, 
as you have.” It is true that 
teachers can have a far-reaching 
influence in character building. It 
is difficult for any pupil long to 
resist the impelling influence of a 
truly religious personality exempli­
fied in a teacher whose vision for 
her charge reaches far beyond the 
walls of the schoolroom.

May I say that in other and 
wiser years the home was the 
center of religious training, as it 
should be, and the public schools 
splendidly supplemented this in­
fluence with gratifying results in 
a substantial citizenry, but the 
lamentable indifference of the mod­
em home to things religious, and 
the growing divorce menace with 
its unhappy reaction on the inno­
cent, make it doubly imperative 
that the church and school co­
operate to compensate this loss 
and meet the vital spiritual needs 
of our children and youth.

Religious Teachers, from the dif­
ferent phases of Religion, have 
taught you that you will ‘put off 
mortal and put on Immortal’ 
when you came down to ‘quarter 
arms with death’, but this is the 
cleaning up place, RIGHT DOWN 
HERE,—It is indeed Wonderful, 
—an I am cleaning you up from 
all vice and from all crime, from 
all debauchery of every kind, that 
you might live pure, in your 
hearts, in your souls, in your bod­
ies, and in your minds, by con­
fessing your sins and forsaking 
them, and whatsoever you have 
done, righting the wrong, — then 
you will put off mortal and put on 
Immortality HERE AND NOW, 
and you will not have to die, to 
put it on.

There are hundreds of different 
testimonies we could call to mind 
for consideration, but time and 
space at this particular juncture, 
will not permit.

Radio Device 
Voting Station 
For Listeners

Predicts U. S. 
Will Control 

All Business
Instanlly Recordfe~tlie Ke- 

action of a Radio . 
Audience

; A device which permits radio 
listeners to record instantaneously 
their reactions to a broadcast in 
the studio where it originated and 
which opens up the possibility of 
national or even world-wide straw 
votes on a few hours notice has 
been invented by Dr. Nevil Mon­
roe Hopkins, lecturer in engineer­
ing in New York University.

The invention, according to Dr. 
Hopkins, has been perfected in a 
series of secret tests participated 
in by commercial and government 
scientists and its practical utili­
zation is now being considered by 
a large electrical corporation. The 
device to be used in the home 
will be about the size of a cigar 
box and will cost $1.

Utilizes Infra-Bed Bay
Dr. Hopkins has so utilized elec­

trical energy in the, form of the 
infra-red ray and in the wired or 
carrier-current phases of broad­
cast radio, that he can “answer 
back” properly equipped radio 
broadcasting stations. An addi­
tional phase of his invention, 
which he did not divulge in de­
tail yesterday, comprises the use 
of a small synchronous device 
which makes every common lamp 
socket virtually a voting station 
for untold millions, according to 
the inventor.

- The gadget which Dr. Hopkins 
believes will revolutionize broad­
casting once he has one on every 
radio set has tentatively been 
called the “Hopkins System of 
Registration and Community Vot­
ing” and more briefly described as 
“Radiovotes” and “Televotes” de­
pending upon whether the air 
waves or the carrier current of 
electric light and telephone wires 
are utilized. It works equally well 
either way, the inventor said.

The machine in its experimental 
form looks somewhat like a wand 
with a hoop around its tip con­
nected to what might have been 

enlarged automobile battery 
guage. ■

In the radio audience reaction 
system, each individual radio re­
ceiver will be equipped with push 
buttons—according to the present 
plan, three—one for registering 
“present,” another for voting “yes” 
and ,the third to register “no.” A 
broadcasting station equipped with 
the necessary high speed recording 
instruments and tabulation ma­
chinery, will send out a request 
for all listeners to press the “pres­
ent” or registration button. Then 
a “yes” and “no” vote will be 
taken. Immediately the broadcast­
ing station knows the number of 
listeners and their sentiment on 
whatever was voted upon.

The response system of the in­
vention, according to the inventor, 
is tamper proof because an alarm

Professor Raymond Mo- 
ley Sees Trend To­
ward Socialization

There is a lively possibility that 
the Federal government will have 
to intercede more in private busi­
ness affairs than had been fore­
seen earlier during the economic 
crisis, it was admitted in an in­
terview with Raymond V. Moley, 
editor of the magazine “Today,” 
former Assistant Secretary of 
State, and still considered in well 
posted circles to be an important 
cog1 in the Administration’s re­
tinue of advisers.

“I am no proponent of greater 
government control than we have 
at present,” Professor Moley said, 
hut he emphasized that in his 
opinion there is a natural and 
inevitable trend in that direction.

Sees Clamor for U. S. Aid
There is a growing clamor from 

an enlarging section of industry 
for an extension of government 
credit operations, he declared. It 
is his opinion that the government 
should heed this clamor by taking 
in its capacious hands a stricter 
and more complete control of 
credit than it has had up to the 
present, he declared.

Greater control of the credit ap­
paratus of the nation is made es­
sential in the first place by the 
increasing demands of labor and 
business interests which make fur­
ther price advances inevitable, he 
said. Control must be exercised 
in greater measure to prevent con 
sumers from being crushed be­
tween these two opposing forces 
and this control cannot be exer­
cised through the anti-trust laws, 
which he considers “obsolete.”

tage of the buttons are improperly 
or maliciously tampered with.

“There is no engineering reason 
why,” Dr. Hopkins said, “upon spe­
cial occasions there should not be 
an international radio, telegraph 
and cable hookup, to secure a reg­
istration and vote on vital world 
subjects in an evening with the re­
sults appearing in the world’s 
morning newspapers.

“It is not beyond the realm of 
possibility that the development of 
the system may be used for local 
and national political voting, prop­
erly monitored, of course, and do­
ing away with the long queues and 
length of time required for voting, 
which now keeps many persons 
from the polls.”

Dr. Hopkins is a sixty-one-year- 
old scientist, physicist and re­
search engineer who was awarded 
the John Scott Medal by Franklin 
Institute in 1900 for electrical re­
search. He has lectured at Colum­
bia, written many books and was 
an engineer in the Navy Depart­
ment from 1905 to 1908.

Educators Assert Bright Pupils 
Find Superiority a Handicap

Unusually Gifted Children Are Said to Need Spe­
cial Courses as Much as Sub-Normal Child

NEW YORK CITY.—What the 
schools and society at large can do 
to help the handicapped child, in­
cluding the gifted pupils as , well 
as those suffering from physical 
and mental ailments, was dis­
cussed at the second session of 
the national conference on the 
education and rehabilitation of 
handicapped children, at New 
York University.

The conference, which was 
openen by Chancellor Harry Wood- 
burn Chase with a message from 
President Roosevelt, held under 
joint sponsorship of the National 
Council of the Physically Handi­
capped, the National Committee 
for Mental Hygience and the N. 
Y. U. School of Education,

A surprising development at the 
conference was a statement by 
several speakers that the excep­
tionally bright child is handicapped 
at school because of his superior­
ity. Children of this type, they 
held, need special courses fully as 
much as do those of subnormal 
mentality, but while the need of

the latter group is generally rec« 
ognized, the superior child is al­
most always neglected.

Mrs. Letitia Raubicheck, directoj 
of speech improvement in the New 
York: City schools, appealed fbi 
increased facilities to care for 
those suffering from speeen ue- 
fects. Defective speech, in addi­
tion to constituting a social anc 
economic handicap, may “actually 
result in the establishing of an 
overt criminal attitude on part of 
the speech defective,” she said.

Dr. Zorbaugh, who arranged the 
conference, said that gifted chil­
dren are as much in heed of special 
attention, as subnormal children, 
since they have difficulty in mak­
ing life adjustments. Their .diffi­
culties are ingoing, leading to 
personality conflicts, rather than 
outgoing, leading to antisocial be­
havior, he said.

Prof. Swift also discussed the 
adjustment problems of gifted 
children, saying: “Heaven help 
the youngster who is frequently 
reminded that he has an I. Q. of 
154!”

Depression Has Created Many 
New Types of Jobs for Women

Employed in More Than 250 Pursuits- 
Which Are Made Jobs

-Most of

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Mrs. El­
len S. Woodward, director of wom­
en’s work of the Federal Emer­
gency Relief and Civil Works Ad­
ministrations, is working long 
hours to provide jobs for the thou­
sands of educated women who, 
suddenly losing their jobs, find 
themselves without any means of 
support.

“Today,” says Mrs. Woodward, 
“women are employed in more 
than 250 pursuits, ranging from 
scrubbing tombstones to checking 
up on divorced husbands.

“Out of the depression and the 
calamitous dropping of women 
from specialized jobs has sprung 
a new order—a world of women 
who will work wherever they can 
find work, and who search for jobs 
and even create them.”

Other Jobs
From the pile of letters on her 

desk Mrs. Wooddard sorted out 
those from Civil Works Adminis­
trators in different States naming 
projects on which women workers 
were engaged.

“Down South in many rural dis­
tricts women are repairing run­
down school houses, painting them 
inside and Out. All through the 
country are small graveyards that 
are overgrown with grass and 
weeds, their tombstones fallen. 
The rural workers are restoring 
such places, often finding valuable 
inscriptions that, if not preserved, 
would be completely lost in a short 
time.

“In line with such work women 
in many sections are searching out 
and finding data on historical 
places and buildings. All such in­
formation is catalogued and the 
places marked.

“In, libraries women help to 
clean and restore hooks, under ex­
pert supervision Original manu­
scripts, endangered through much 
handling, are carefully copied and 
the copies made available for re­
search workers, thus adding years 
to the life of the original.

“Wherever possible, women who 
have specialized training and are 
out of work are put to work in

congenial surroundings and in 
such a way as to utilize their 
special knowledge or skill. It is 
not always possible, of course,” 
said Mrs. Woodward, “but if we 
can we use their gifts. There is an 
elderly woman in New England— 
and she is an example of many all 
over the country — who used to 
teach art. When she became old 
her pupils fell away and her in­
come failed.

“Through Civil Works she was 
placed as a guide in an art gallery 
and has been doing fine work. She 
knows and loves pictures and her 
enthusiasm gives visitors a far bet­
ter understanding of them than 
they could gain in any other way.

“Another elderly woman is en­
gaged in painting sketches of the 
interior of the White House, show­
ing exactly the hangings and fur­
niture in the different rooms. 
These will be valuable in the fu­
ture for reference, and she, know­
ing work is of value, has a self- 
respect she would have lost if she 
had received aid without rendering 
service.

Road Work
A report from an administrator 

in Alabama showed that there 
women were engaged on road im­
provement. They follow the men 
who are digging and scraping, and 
plant shrubs, grass and flowers 
along the roadside.

"This out-of-door work is a fine 
thing for many women who have 
been closely confined in the 
house,” Mrs. Woodward remarked. 
“We have letters from a number 
who say that six or seven weeks 
of this gardening has given them 
better health and a real lift of 
spirit.

“Down in Dixie there are cases 
where men have given up their 
jobs under civil works to women 
who had families to support. Chiv­
alry is not dead yet.

“In cities,” Mrs. Woodward went 
on, “women are employed in 
many ways on Federal relief jobs. 
Some help cart away garbage, 
some locate old records and pre­
pare them for public use, some 
survey vacant lots and hack yards.

others help check up on divorced 
husbands who are not contributing 
to the support of their children in 
needy cases.”

All these Civil Works projects 
are paid for by funds from the 
Public Works Administration. 
Each State and territorial admin­
istrator is authorized to employ 
on his staff a properly qualified 
woman to give her full time to 
women’s work. These women set 
to work to find and create work 
for women, often cainng on wom­
en’s clubs to help in this. So well 
have they succeeded that today 
women are engaged on the great­
est variety of jobs in the history 
of the world.

And fifty years ago there were 
hut two recognized jobs for 
women — making a home and 
teaching children.

These emergency jobs for 
women meet the present and 
pressing need. Meantime, the gen­
eral problem of fitting women to 
their life work is being attacked 
seriously by the Institute of 
Women’s Professional Relations.

This institute is the only na­
tional clearing house for occupa­
tional information in America. 
Mrs. Catherine Filene Shouse, of 
Washington, is chairman of the 
board and thus outlines the pur­
pose of the institute.

Every woman should have the 
tools with which to earn a living 
and should also be able to secure 
information about the kinds of 
work for which she can prepare. 
Up-to-the-minute facts as to sup­
ply and demand, necessary infor­
mation as to where1 that prepara­
tion can best be secured and the 
cost of it should be available to 
her.

Our present hit-or-miss method 
is a costly one both to employee 
and employer. A few months on a 
job for which the applicant is not 
fitted is a waste for the job holder 
and for the employer—a waste 
that may happen again and again.

“The aim of the institute is to 
help women find their life work.”
